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HONORARY AWARD CHANGES

1.  With the changes to the Army structure, and the establishment of the U.S. Army Installation Management Agency (IMA) and the U.S. Army Contracting Agency (ACA), the lines of authority for approval of certain awards have changed.  The grids below illustrate honorary awards, and the required routing from the nominating supervisor to the approving official.  Should any further delegation of awards occur in the future, this bulletin will be revised.  Please note that no changes have occurred for MEDDAC and/or DENTAC employees.  A future CPB will explain monetary awards.

2.  Documentation for the award nomination must include a DA Form 1256, Incentive Award Nomination and Approval, a narrative summary of the contribution to be recognized including specific dates, a brief (50-60 words) citation, EEO/MER certification, an endorsement from USMA for those awards being sent forward to a higher authority, and a USMA POC and phone number.
