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Sexual Assault 
Prevention and Response Program
1.  It is DOD policy to eliminate sexual assault within the Department of Defense by providing a culture of prevention, education, training, response capability, victim support, reporting procedures and accountability that enhances the safety and well-being of all of its members. 

2.  DA has established the Sexual Assault Prevention and Response Program (SAPRP) to focus on the elimination of sexual assault incidents, promote sensitive care and confidential reporting for victims and take appropriate action against those who commit sexual assault.

 3.   West Point’s Sexual Assault and Prevention Program offers the following services to Cadets, active duty              military, Civilian employees and adult family members:
- Crisis intervention

- Counseling

- Victim/survivor advocacy

- Information and referral
 4.   Sexual assault is a crime.  It is defined as intentional sexual contact, characterized by use of force, physical threat or abuse of authority, or when the victim does not or cannot consent.  Consent should not be deemed or construed to mean the failure by the victim to offer physical resistance.  Consent is not given when a person used force, threat of force, coercion or when the victim is asleep, incapacitated, or unconscious. Sexual assault includes rape, nonconsensual sodomy (oral or anal sex), indecent acts (unwanted and inappropriate sexual contact) or attempts to commit these acts.  Sexual assault can occur without regard to gender, spousal relationship, or age of victim

5.  What can you do if you have been or sexually assaulted?

- Get to a safe place.

- Don’t shower or comb your hair.

- Don’t change your clothes.

- Don’t use the bathroom

- Get medical help immediately.

6.  What can you do if you know someone who was sexually assaulted?

- Listen to the victim and take the allegations seriously.

- Do not make judgments about the victim or the alleged offender.

- Encourage the victim to report the crime.

- Support the victim and show respect.

- Suggest counseling, which can help reduce the victim’s stress about the assault.

- If necessary, make the initial contact to the Sexual Assault Response Coordinator.
