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SECONDARY CONTAINMENT DRAINAGE LOG MONTHLY RECORD





Federal Regulations, 40 CFR 112 requires a continuous watch when draining rainwater out of petroleum secondary containment facilities.  All outside tank containment areas must be periodically drained of accumulated rainwater.  If no petroleum sheen appears on top of the accumulated water, it can be drained safely to the environment using the valves situated within the containment walls.  If the water within the tank containment area appears to have a petroleum sheen on the surface, the Solid Waste Management Branch (938-4074) must be contacted, and the oil/water mixture removed from the containment area.


Any oil present on the water surface must be removed prior to discharging to the environment.





The signature below certifies that I have examined the containment facility, removed any visible oil from the water surface, repaired or reported any leaks, and closed the containment drain valve.





This drainage log must be kept on file for 5 years at the facility responsible for draining the tank containment areas.  This report will be audible.
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
