GRADUATION BANQUET SHUTTLE SERVICE
A special Shuttle service will provide direct service between the lettered lots (A-F) and the Graduation
Banquet and Hop. This service will begin at 5:30 pm on Friday, May 27.

GRADUATION DAY SHUTTLE SERVICE
Graduation shuttle bus service will provide transportation between the parking lots (D-F and H) and the
stadium. This service will run from 7:00 am - 2:00 pm.

BAR PINNING CEREMONIES
Most Bar Pinning Ceremonies occur in the area of the Parade Ground. After the Graduation ceremony,
follow signs to the Blue Route Bus pickup point, which is located on the east side of the reservoir, opposite Michie
Stadium. The Blue Route buses will transport parents and guests to Thayer Extension, near the Parade Ground.
Shuttle buses will return everyone to the lettered parking lots from 2:00 pm - 4 pm, departing from the
Thayer Extension.
