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The Class of 2016 entered West
Point with 1,193 new cadets, including
15 international cadets. Cadets were
nominated by Congress from each of
the 50 United States, as well as from
military service sources. Thirty-five
combat veterans entered West Point with
the Class of 2016.

The international cadets are from the
countries of Afghanistan (2), Bulgaria,
Gabon, Guyana, Haiti, Kazakhstan
(2), Malaysia, Mongolia, Philippines,
Qatar, Saudi Arabia, and Thailand. Upon
graduation, those cadets will return
to their countries as officers in their
respective armed forces.

Qualifications

To be considered for admission to
West Point, you must be a citizen of the
United States, be at least 17 but not yet 23
years old on July 1 of the year you enter
the academy, be unmarried, and have no
legal obligation to support any children.

You must also complete academic
(SAT and/or ACT, including the optional
writing portion), fitness, and medical
testing requirements.

Financial Aid

The United States Government pro-
vides tuition, room and board, and medi-
cal and dental care. In addition, a cadet
receives an annual salary from which is
taken the cost of uniforms, books, a per-
sonal computer, and living incidentals.
