From 22 May to 11 June, Dr. Enslen and LTC Civolani of the Portuguese
section are leading a group of 10 cadets for a cultural and language
immersion program to Brazil. The group is visiting the Brazilian Military
Academy and other military institutions in Brazil.

From 14 June to 3 July, LTC Crosier of the Chinese section will lead a group
of 10 cadets to China on a cultural and language immersion program. They
will visit Beijing and complete an intensive Chinese study immersion program
at Jilin University in Changchun, China.

From 14 June to 3 July, Dr. Ao of the Chinese section will lead a group of 9
cadets to China on MG Loeffke’s Friendship Fund cultural and language
immersion program. They will visit Beijing and study and perform their
international community service at JiaoTong University in Xi'an, China

From 31 May, the French section sponsors one of the United States Military
Academy’s largest cultural and language immersion programs, sending
twenty-two cadets to France for intensive language immersion training. As
part of its engagement strategy with military institutions of the French-
speaking world, the French section sends its cadets to the “Cours
International de Francais de Rochefort (CIFR, or Rochefort International
French Language Course). Run by France’s national paramilitary police, the
Gendarmerie Nationale, the course will provide cultural and language
instruction to the cadets. The school will also provide field trips in the area to
enable the cadets to further enhance their cultural knowledge.

From 31 May, the French section sponsors, real “French in Action”: Training
in Africa with French Marines and the French Foreign Legion. While lvy
League students will learn French by using the famous video and book set
“French in Action”, West Point cadets will live a real-life “French in Action” as
they deploy to Africa to train with France’s elite military units. Instead of
watching mimes and other artsy teaching techniques, these cadets will be
imbedded in real French units, thus giving them a “hard-core” Cadet Troop



Leadership Training (CTLT) experience. The end product will be

linguistically attuned cadets, interoperable with French forces, but also aware
of the cultural context of Africa. The French section looks forward to
continuing its current offerings and expanding the program to Gabon for
summer 2011.

f. In cooperation with USCC leader Development Branch, the French Section
also sends cadets every year to the French Centre National d’Entrainement
Commando (CNEC, or National Commando Training Center, commonly
referred to as the French Army Commando School). This year, 4 cadets are
attending the strenuous course, with some cadets following their intensive
French military training with intensive language training with the gendarmerie
national in Rochefort-su-mer.
