ANNEX E
WALL OBSTACLE
CONDITIONS
1.   As a member of a squad moving through the Sandhurst course, given an individual weapon, load-bearing equipment and a wall obstacle.

STANDARDS
2.   Using techniques as a squad, the team is to move over the wall. 
TRAINING INFORMATION OUTLINE

3.   The squad arrives at the site.

4.   The squad is to remain within the designated boundaries, which will be marked by tape.

5.   Whilst negotiating the obstacle, squad members must roll quickly over, keeping the lowest silhouette possible.   

EVALUATION PREPARATION

6.    The CIC will assess time penalties as observed.

PERFORMANCE MEASURES

7.
Points Deducted
Misuse or damaging weapon/equipment.


-30seconds (each occasion)
8.   Feedback.   Tell the squad what time penalties the squad incured and mark the squad's score sheet.

NOTE.   Equipment may be passed or thrown from hand to hand while crossing the wall obstacle.  Radios and weapons must be passed or carried not thrown.
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
