ROPE BRIDGE
CONCEPT
1.   Squads, utilizing squad equipment (120’ rope, Swiss seat rope, and snap links) construct a one rope bridge capable of safely transferring the squad and its equipment across a water obstacle. 
SEQUENCE

2.    The Squad will navigate to and identifying a suitable crossing site. Emplace the one rope bridge by utilizing two anchor points, transport personnel and equipment across the water obstacle, and recover the one rope bridge.
TRAINING EVALUATION AND INFORMATION

3.   Equipment Requirement:

a.   Two snap links for each cadet (carried)

b.   120’ rope (carried)

c.   Swiss seat ropes (carried)

4.    Procedure: a possible procedure is as per SH 21-76 RANGER HANDBOOK PAGE 9-1.

Loss of equipment in transit:





+30 seconds (each)

Exceeding 50 meters in separation:




+30 minutes

Only the first and last Squad member may enter the water whilst the rope is anchored at one point; all others must cross on a rope anchored on both ends.
