BOAT (RB-15) MOVEMENT

CONDITIONS
1. The Squad will navigate to the start point and read the site in-brief.  The RB-15 will not be left unsecured at anytime. The squad must navigate the RB-15 through the prescribed course to the finish point while observing all safety regulations stated in the site brief.  The Squad must adhere to the 50m rule throughout the site.
TRAINING EVALUATION AND INFORMATION

2. 
At the preparation site all personnel must adopt the water-borne uniform. The water-borne uniform is defined as:

- No helmet (left on shore).

- Life preserver on and fastened.

- LCE unbuckled.

- A snap link with an arms length piece of 550 cord (para cord) will be pre-tied to the life preserver for securing the rifle (this is not a graded event---it is a precaution to prevent rifles being dropped in the lake)
RB-15 equipment:
1 x RB-15 (site equipment)

9 x individual paddles (site equipment)

9 x individual preserver (site equipment)

Note:  All individual equipment will be carried in/on the RB-15 minus helmet

The RB-15 must not be dragged on the ground at any point.
