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Summary:  This regulation prescribes policies and procedures concerning the operation and storage of vehicles on any area within the jurisdiction of the United States Military Academy.





Applicability:  This regulation applies to all activities, host and tenant, on West Point and Stewart Army Subpost.





Supplementation:  Supplementation of this regulation is prohibited without prior approval from the Provost Marshal.





Interim Changes:  Interim changes to this regulation are not official unless they are authenticated by the Adjutant General.  Users will destroy interim changes on their expiration dates unless sooner superseded or rescinded.





Suggested Improvements:  The proponent agency of this regulation is the Provost Marshal (MAPM). Users are invited to send comments and suggested improvements on DA Form 2028 (Recommended Changes to Publications and Blank Forms) directly to the Provost Marshal, United States Military Academy, West Point, New York  10996.
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CHAPTER I	USMA REG 190-5


INTRODUCTION





SECTION I - GENERAL


1-1.  Purpose


	a.  This regulation prescribes policies and procedures which are applicable to individuals, both civilian and military, who operate or store vehicles on any area  within or under the jurisdiction of the United States Military Academy (USMA).


	b.  In addition to the specific provisions of this regulation, the law concerning the regulation of vehicles and vehicle traffic of the State of New York is assimilated as Federal Law and made applicable to the operation of vehicles on the WPMR pursuant to the provisions of Title 18, United States Code, Section 13.

1-3.   Explanation of Abbreviations and Terms are listed in the Glossary at the end of this regulation.





SECTION II - RESPONSIBILITIES


 Individuals operating vehicles on the West Point Military Reservation (WPMR) will be knowledgeable of and comply with this regulation.  Violation of this regulation will result in appropriate judicial and/or administrative action being taken against the offender.





1-4.  Provost Marshal


The Provost Marshal will:


  	a.  Process Installation vehicle registration requests.


	b.  Approve and process “Handicap” parking passes for government employees.


	c.  Issue and revalidate CPA parking passes and contractor passes.





1-5.  Military Police


The Military Police will:


	a.  Enforce motor vehicle policies of this regulation and federal and state motor vehicle laws.


	b.  Designate and control parking areas for special activities.


	c.  Investigate all vehicle accidents.





1-6.  Garrison Commander


The Garrison Commander will:


	a.  Be authorized to suspend or revoke installation driving privileges specific individuals.


	b.  Hear suspension/revocation appeals and make determination of action.


	c.  Be authorized to implement a “termination held in abeyance.”


	d.  Act on requests for restricted driving privileges (instead of suspension or revocation) in all instances except for Driving While Intoxicated/Impaired.


	e.  Approve all reserved parking spaces on the WPMR.
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1-7.  The Superintendent will act on all requests for restricted driving privileges (instead of suspension or revocation) for Driving While Intoxicated/Impaired.





1-8.  The Commandant will be authorized to revoke or suspend driving privileges of any cadet.


 


1-9.  The Adjutant General will determine driving privileges and approval for commercial solicitors, contractors and concessionaires to do business on the WPMR.





1-10.  Vehicle Operators/Owners


Vehicle operators/owners will:


	a.  Comply with policies of this regulation and state and federal vehicle operation laws.


	b.  Register vehicles with the Provost Marshal Office IAW chapter 2 of this regulation.


	c.  Report any accidents immediately to the Military Police.





1-11.  The Senior Occupant of Government Vehicles, whether driver or occupant, is responsible at all times for its lawful operation.





1-12.  The USCC, Facilities Manager will control parking in the Cadet Courtyards.





1-13.  The Occupational Health Clinic will verify the handicap condition of civilian employees applying for a “Handicap” parking pass.





1-14.  Keller Army Community Hospital will verify the handicap condition of military personnel applying for a “Handicap” parking pass.





1-15.  Unit Commanders/TAC Officers will be responsible for safe movement of marching soldiers/ cadets on roadways.








CHAPTER 2	


INSTALLATION MOTOR VEHICLE REGISTRATION





SECTION I - VEHICLE REGISTRATION


2-1.  Installation vehicle registration required


	a.  All motor vehicles operated by military, family members, civilian employees, contract personnel (working on the WPMR for one-year or longer) and retirees who work at USMA, use USMA services (i.e., medical, personnel) or live within a 50 mile radius will be permanently registered with the Provost Marshal’s Office.


	b.  Newly assigned or employed personnel will accomplish registration within five working days after arrival on the installation.


	c.  Cadets will register their vehicles with the Operation and Logistics Branch, USCC, Washington Hall, in accordance with USCC Regulation 600-1.
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2-2.  Installation vehicle registration not required


Installation vehicle registration is not required for the following types of vehicles:


	a. Commercial engineer construction equipment or maintenance equipment designed exclusively for off-the-road service, and material handling equipment, if exempt from the registration provisions of the Motor Vehicle Code of New York.


	b.  Four-wheeled vehicles used solely “off-the-street” for supervised sport and recreation activities.


	c.  Motor vehicles driven by visitors or those on Temporary Duty (TDY).


	d.  Vehicles bearing dealer’s license plates will not be registered on the installation.


	e.  Vehicles bearing temporary state license plates will not be registered on the installation





2-3.  Registration Requirements


	a.  Individuals seeking registration will have the following items in their possession at the time of application:


	(1)  Evidence of a valid state vehicle registration.  (If the state vehicle registration is issued to another          individual, the individual seeking registration must have a notarized letter, a power of attorney or bill of sale authorizing him to have the vehicle in his possession.)


	(2)  A valid state driver’s license.


	(3)  Proof of valid insurance which complies with the laws of the State of New York.


	(4)  For motorcycles/mopeds, proof of completion of the Army Motorcycle Safety Course.


	(5)  Current safety and mechanical vehicle inspection.


	b.  Registrants are required to report all changes in the status of registered vehicles to the Provost Marshal’s Office within three working days of the changes.  Such changes include, but are not limited to, license number, color, vehicle identification number, ownership, address, or duty assignment.





2-4.  Contractors, concessionaires, and commercial solicitors


Contractors may obtain registration upon application by an authorized representative of the company or firm concerned, in accordance with Sections 2-201 and 2-202 above.  To register their vehicles, concessionaires and commercial solicitors must receive approval from the Adjutant General to do business on the WPMR.





SECTION II - TERMINATION OF REGISTRATION


2-5.  Termination required upon disposition of vehicle


Termination of vehicle registration will be effected by the registrant up on transfer of vehicle ownership or when the qualifications for registration changes.  No person shall trade, sell, or otherwise dispose of a registered vehicle with registration decals intact.  As stated in Section 2-203, all changes in vehicle ownership must be reported to the Provost Marshal’s Office within three working days.





2-6.  Termination required upon departure from the installation


Termination of vehicle registration will be effected by the registrant upon transfer or departure from the WPMR.  Final clearance will be obtained at the Vehicle Registration Section, Provost Marshal’s Office, at which time registration decals will be removed.





2-7.  Administrative termination


Installation vehicle registration may be terminated as an administrative measure when installation driving privileges are revoked.
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2-8.  Termination held in abeyance


Administrative termination of installation registration may be held in abeyance, at the discretion of the Garrison Commander, as long as there is a licensed adult driver within the immediate household of the registrant who needs access to the WPMR, and the vehicle is required for necessary family maintenance or other family needs.





2-9.  Obligation to remove vehicle from the installation upon termination  


	a.  When the installation vehicle registration has been administratively terminated, the registrant must remove the vehicle from the installation immediately.


	b.  In the case of termination of registration by the registrant, the vehicle must be removed from the installation within five working days of termination.





SECTION III - DISPLAY OF INSTALLATION REGISTRATION DECALS


2-10.  Display of permanent registration decals 


	a.  Permanent registration decals will be displayed on the front bumper of the vehicle (driver’s side) or on metal plates that must be attached to the vehicle.  Decals will be mounted in such a way to be clearly visible from 50 feet in front of the vehicle.  Decals from other military installations will be removed when permanent registration is effected at USMA.


	b.  Metal plates will be used to mount permanent decals on motorcycles.





2-11.  Damaged or illegible permanent registration


If a permanent registration decal is damaged or becomes illegible, the registrant will make immediate application for replacement.





SECTION IV - SAFETY APPEARANCE STANDARDS 	


2-12.  Mechanical safety standards


All motor vehicles operating on this installation will be equipped with the minimum equipment as intended by the manufacturer (front and rear bumpers, fenders, doors, all prescribed glass, etc.).Fenders, doors, body, and bumpers must not create a hazard by having sharp or protruding edges.





2-13.  Safety and mechanical vehicle inspection


The registrant will ensure the satisfactory completion of a current safety and mechanical vehicle inspection by the state in which the vehicle is registered or located.  If the state where the vehicle is registered does not require a safety inspection, the registrant must obtain a safety inspection from New York state.  If the registrant allows their safety inspection to lapse from the state where the vehicle is registered, the registrant must either obtain a safety inspection where the vehicle is registered or from the state of New York.
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CHAPTER 3


DRIVER’S LICENSES





3-1.  Drivers must be licensed  


	a.  Any person driving a privately owned vehicle, military sedan, van, or car all on the installation will have in their possession a valid state driver’s license.


	b.  Any person operating a government vehicle in excess of 10,000 lb. gross vehicle weight or tactical vehicle of any size equipped with 4-wheel drive will have in their possession a valid SF 46 (US Government Motor Vehicle Operator’s Identification Card).


	c.  Any person whose state driver’s license has been suspended or revoked will not operate a government vehicle on the WPMR.


	d.  Owner or other person in control of a privately owned vehicle will not allow any person to operate such vehicle on the installation unless the other driver is in possession of a valid state driver’s license or a valid learner’s permit.





3-2.  State driver licensing requirements and motor vehicle registration 


	a.  Nonresidents over 18 years of age who have valid licenses issued by their home states may drive in New York state.  These vehicle operators are, however, subject to any restrictions on their licenses, as well as to the laws and regulations of New York state.


	b.  Nonresident licensees who are 16 or 17 years of age may drive in New York state, but are subject to and must obey the New York state junior operator laws.


	c.  Out-of-state licensees under 16 years of age are not permitted to drive in New York state.


	d.  Military personnel, who are not New York state residents and who posses operator’s licenses and license plates issued by the Armed Forces of the United States, may drive with these licenses for 60 days after entry into New York state.  Military personnel who are New York state residents must renew their state registration and license plates within 45 days after entering New York state.


	e.  Military personnel may retain and renew their operator’s licenses and vehicle registration in their state of legal residence if provided for in that state’s law.


	f.  Military family members may retain out of state licenses while in New York.  New drivers or those family members who allow their state licenses to lapse, are required to obtain a New York state driver’s license.





CHAPTER 4


INSTALLATION DRIVING PRIVILEGES





4-1.  Privilege of operating privately owned vehicles on the installation


	a.  The operation of privately owned motor vehicles on the installation constitutes a conditional privilege extended by the installation commander.  Individuals desiring this privilege will meet the following sustaining conditions:


	(1)  Comply with this regulation and the New York laws governing motor vehicle operation.


	(2)  Comply with the requirements for installation registration.


	(3)  While operating a motor vehicle on this installation, produce upon demand of Military Police:


	(a)  Proof of vehicle ownership or state registration.


	(b)  A valid state driver’s license.


	(c)  Proof of vehicle insurance.


	(d)  Current safety and mechanical vehicle inspection.
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	(4)  In addition to the above requirements, cadets require authorization from the Commandant of Cadets to own and/or operate a motor vehicle on the WPMR.


	b.  Any person operating a motor vehicle on the WPMR shall be deemed to have given his consent to a chemical test of his blood, breath, saliva, or urine for the purpose of determining the alcohol content of his blood, if cited or lawfully apprehended for any offense allegedly committed while driving or in actual physical control of a motor vehicle on the WPMR under the influence of intoxicating beverages or drugs.  Any person who is dead, unconscious, or otherwise in a condition rendering him incapable of refusal shall be deemed not to have withdrawn his consent and such test may be administered whether or not such person is told that his failure to submit to or complete the test will result in the revocation of his privilege to operate a motor vehicle.





4-2.  Suspension and revocation of installation driving privilege


	a.  The privilege of driving privately owned motor vehicles on the WPMR is subject to either administrative suspension or revocation for cause by the Garrison Commander.  Suspension and revocation actions based on commission of serious moving traffic violations and the failure to appear as directed for magistrate’s court.  The termination of WPMR  registration is inherent to revocation actions and individuals must renew their application for registration in accordance with Chapter 2, Article II after the expiration of the specified period.


	b.  IAW USCC Regulation 600-1, the driving privilege of any cadet may also be revoked or suspended by the Commandant of Cadets or his representative.


	c.  The Garrison Commander will notify the affected person in writing that a determination has been made to suspend or revoke his installation driving privileges, effective 10 days after receipt of the notice unless an application for a hearing is made within the 10-day period.





4-3.  Right of appeal


	a.  Suspension or revocation will take place 10 days after receipt of written notice unless an application for an administrative hearing is made by the affected person within this period.  Such application will


stay the pending suspension or revocation for a period of 10 days.  If a hearing is not held within 10 days, the suspension shall not take place until such time as the person is granted a hearing and is notified of the action of the Garrison Commander or his designee.  However, if the affected person requests that the hearing be continued to a date beyond the 10-day period, the suspension or revocation shall become effective immediately on receipt of notice that the request for continuance has been granted.


	b.  If it is determined, as a result of a hearing, to suspend or revoke the affected person’s privilege to operate a motor vehicle, the suspension will become effective when the person receives the written notification of such action.





4-4.  Restricted driving privileges


	a.  Restricted driving privileges may be granted to preclude adverse military mission impact, severe family hardship, or detrimental effect on ongoing or contemplated alcohol or drug rehabilitation treatment involving the affected individual.


	b.  The Superintendent will act upon all requests for restricted driving privileges resulting from revocation or suspension for driving while intoxicated/impaired.


	c.  The Garrison Commander will act on all other requests for restricted driving privileges.


	d.  Restricted driving privileges will not be granted for persons whose driver’s license are under suspension or revocation by a State or Federal court or administrative agency.
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CHAPTER 5


RULES OF THE ROAD





SECTION I - SPEED RESTRICTIONS


The following speed limitations are established for vehicles operating on the installation:


	a.  10 miles per hour when approaching or passing a column of troops.


	b.  25 miles per hour except where specifically posted otherwise.


	c.  15 miles per hour in housing areas unless posted otherwise.


	d.  Vehicles must be driven so as not to impede the reasonable flow of traffic.  Hazardous conditions would, of course, require a reduction in speed.


	e.  All drivers of motor vehicles shall, upon entering and leaving the installation, slow their vehicles to 10 miles per hour and be prepared to stop on the signal of the Military Police sentry stationed at the gate.





SECTION II - SPECIAL RULES FOR MOTORCYCLES/MOPEDS


	a.  The provisions of this regulation, except those portions which by their nature can have no application, apply to every person riding a motorcycle/moped on WPMR.


	b.  All personnel, military or civilian, who live or work on the WPMR and desire to operate a motorcycle/moped on the WPMR must complete the Army Motorcycle Safety Course.  Personnel may temporarily register their motorcycle/moped on the WPMR until the safety course is offered.


	c.  Operators of motorcycles/mopeds shall not carry any other person unless the motorcycle/moped is equipped with an additional seat for that purpose.





5-1.  Clothing and Equipment	


No persons shall operate or ride a motorcycle/moped on the WPMR unless they comply with the following:


	a.  Wear the following protective clothing:


	(1)  Department of Transportation (DOT) approved helmet with clear goggles or face shield


	(2)  Full fingered gloves


	(3)  Long sleeved shirt or jacket


	(4)  Leather boots or shoes


	(5)  High visibility garments


	b.  Motorcycles/mopeds must have two (2) rear view mirrors (if registered on the WPMR).


	c.  Motorcycles/mopeds are to be operated with headlights on at all times.


	d.  Use of headphones, earphones, or earplugs while driving a motorcycle/moped on the WPMR is prohibited.


	e.  Every motorcycle/moped shall have a suitable muffler or device to prevent unnecessary noise from the exhaust system.  The use of so-called “cutouts” or alterations of the factory equipped exhaust system is prohibited.


	f.  Motorcycles/mopeds will not be ridden more than two (2) abreast.





SECTION III - OPERATION OF OTHER MOTORIZED VEHICLES


	a.  Taxicabs will respond only to requests and will not linger in areas.


	b.  The off-road operation of motorcycles/mopeds, minibikes, trailbikes, all terrain vehicles, and other similar vehicles is prohibited in all areas to which this regulation is applicable without the written approval of the Garrison Commander.
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SECTION IV - OPERATION OF BICYCLES


The provisions of this regulation, except those portions which by their nature can have no application, apply to every person riding a bicycle on the WPMR.


	a.  No bicycle shall carry more passengers at one time than the number for which it was designed and equipped.  Small children may ride in permanently affixed child carrier seats which are designed to be utilized with bicycles.


	b.  Cyclists on the roadway shall ride as near to the right side of the roadway as practicable, exercising due care when passing a standing vehicle.


	c.  Cyclists will not ride more than two abreast.


	d.  No cyclists shall carry any package or bundle that prevents the operator from safely operating the bicycle.


	e.  Adult cyclists shall not ride a bicycle upon a sidewalk when an adequate roadway exists than can easily accommodate two-way traffic.


	f.  Every person operating a bicycle upon a sidewalk shall yield the right of way to any pedestrian.


	g.  No person riding upon any bicycle shall attach the same or himself/herself to any vehicle being operated on the roadway.


	h.  Every bicycle used during the period from one-half hour after sunset to one-half hour before sunrise shall be equipped with a headlamp (in use) on the front and a red taillight or reflector on the rear.


	i.  Every bicycle shall be equipped with a brake which will enable the operator to make the braked wheel skid on dry, level, clean pavement.


	j.  All bicycles will be equipped with a bell or other device capable of giving a signal audible for a distance of at least 100 feet.


	k.  Children under the age of five (5) not operating a bicycle must be in an approved carrier.


	l.  All bicyclists are required to wear an American National Standard Institution  (ANSI-Z) or Snell Memorial Foundation bicycle helmet.


	m.  All bicyclists will wear high visibility reflective vests during the hours of darkness.


	n.  No bicycle shall be parked upon a street, sidewalk, or against a building in such a way as to obstruct pedestrian or vehicular traffic.





SECTION V - OPERATION OF TOY VEHICLES


5-2.  Basic rules


Skateboards, roller skates, in-line skates, sleds, and other non-motorized toy vehicles, except bicycles, may be used upon the sidewalks and in other areas not listed as unauthorized areas.  No person shall ride or otherwise utilize toy vehicles in the following areas:


	a.  Washington Road, Mills Road, Stony Lonesome Road, and Thayer Road.


	b.  Parking lots, alleys, and service roads except when such areas are restricted from motor vehicle traffic or when serviced facilities are not in use.   For recreational purposes (e.g., street hockey), only cul-de-sacs, dead end streets, and empty parking lots will be authorized.


	c.  The Cadet Barracks area (except for cadets), Trophy Point, West Point Cemetery, Michie Stadium, Shea Stadium, the Apron in front of Washington Hall, and diagonal walk across the Plain.





5-3.  Equipment


	a.  All individuals operating toy vehicles must wear an ANSI-Z or Snell Memorial Foundation bicycle helmet.


	b.  Individuals operating toy vehicles will wear reflective clothing during hours of darkness.
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CHAPTER 6


PARKING





SECTION I - STOPPING, STANDING, AND PARKING


	a.  Military Police have the authority to remove illegally stopped or parked vehicles by towing when they present a hazardous condition to the safety of the other drivers, impede the smooth flow of traffic, or are parked without authorization.  Further, Military Police may order a driver of any vehicle in violation of this paragraph to move and relocate his/her vehicle to an approved, authorized location.  Individuals whose vehicles have been towed should call the Military Police Desk for information.


	b.  Illegally parked vehicles may be wheel locked at the direction of the Provost Marshal or his designated representative.  Individuals must report to the Military Police Desk Sergeant, in person, to have the wheel lock removed.





6-1.  Prohibited stopping or parking in specified areas


	a.  Except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the directions of Military Police or traffic control devices, no persons shall stop or park a vehicle in violation of New York Vehicle and Traffic Law.


	b.  Parking on the WPMR is prohibited under the following circumstances:


	(1)  Outside painted parking lines on streets or parking lots.


	(2)  In driveways, in front of driveways, or in assigned spaces, except in housing areas where permission has been obtained from the occupant(s) assigned that space.


	(3)  On grass covered/seeded areas unless in a specific training area or area authorized by the Garrison Commander.


	(4)  Where prohibited by signs.





6-2. Cadet Vehicle Parking


Cadet vehicles will be parked in accordance with USCC Regulation 600-1.  Cadets are subject to parking regulations on West Point  and Stewart Army Subpost.





SECTION II - RESERVED/RESTRICTED/HANDICAP/CENTRAL POST AREA (CPA) PARKING


No parking spaces/areas will be reserved on the WPMR without the prior approval of the Garrison Commander.





6-3.  Restricted parking  


Restricted parking areas are clearly marked by signs at the entryways.  These signs will stipulate the terms of restriction.  Generally, restricted parking areas will be restricted to West Point decals and/or authorized passes from 0630-1530, Monday through Friday.  Parking in these areas without the display of a valid pass or decal is prohibited.





6-4.  Handicap parking


	a.  Handicap parking on the WPMR is available to Academy employees and visitors and will be enforced on a 24-hour basis.  Parking for permanently handicapped employees will be designated near the employee's work place in accordance with Federal Accessibility Standards.
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	b.  Civilian employees will apply for a "Handicap" parking pass, by memorandum, through their supervisor and the USMA Occupational Health Clinic to the Provost Marshal.  The request will contain the applicant's name, duty phone, location of work place (Bldg. and floor), and area currently used for parking.  Occupational Health will verify that the applicant has a physical condition which impairs his/her ability to walk long distances and will annotate the estimated duration of this condition.  Occupational Health will then forward the application to the Provost Marshal, ATTN: Operations NCO.  Military members will follow similar procedures through Keller Army Community Hospital.


	c.  Permanently handicapped employees will be issued a permanent "Handicap" pass from the Provost Marshal’s Office.  Individuals who are not permanently handicapped must renew their parking pass at expiration.  Applicants will be notified telephonically when their passes are ready for pick-up.


	


6-5.  CPA parking


The CPA is geographically defined as a restricted parking area from 0630-1530, Monday through Friday as depicted in Figure 6-404.  CPA passes may be obtained through the Provost Marshal's Administration Section.  Individuals should complete the CPA pass application and have it verified by their activity director or his/her supervisor prior to arrival at vehicle registration.





 6-6.  CPA parking categories


	CPA - requires the display of a "CPA" pass (white/green stripes).  The "CPA" pass allows the holder to park in any parking space in the CPA, except those reserved for official vehicles, handicap, customer/visitor, military vehicles, carpool, or discretionary spaces.  The CPA parking pass must be revalidated every two years at the Provost Marshal Office.


	Official - requires the display of an "Official" pass (silver).  It is authorized parking for those personnel with official business in the CPA.  Activity directors have a limited number of “Official” passes which they may issue to employees within their activity, who must use their POV to conduct official business in the CPA.  "Official" passes are intended to provide the activity directors with a degree of autonomy and flexibility to support short term operational needs.  They are not to be issued to individuals as personal passes.   The Official pass authorizes parking in Official spaces, CPA spaces, and Carpool spaces after 0900 hours.


	Discretionary - requires the display of a "Discretionary" pass (orange/white).  Issued to Activity Directors who have organized elements physically located in the CPA for use as needed.  It authorizes parking in specifically marked Discretionary Spaces and CPA spaces.


	Customer/Visitor - No Pass Required - a limited number of these two (2) hour parking spaces are found throughout the CPA.  These spaces are timed and they are intended for the customers/visitors of activities located within the CPA, for example:  West Point Club, Library, etc., or for those personnel who work outside the CPA and have business in the CPA which will only require their presence for a short period of time (2-hour period).


	Handicap (blue) - issued to handicapped individuals who may park in spaces marked by the standard handicap sign.  These spaces may be used by handicapped employees and handicapped visitors.  Visitors must have an appropriate handicapped identification plate or pass displayed.  If handicap spaces are not available, vehicles with handicap passes may park in any other available CPA space.  Handicap spaces are enforced 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.


	Carpool - authorizes parking in a parking space designated “Carpool” (black/white).  It is issued to groups to two or more persons in exchange for two CPA passes.  Individuals requesting Carpool passes 
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will be required to turn in their CPA parking pass, if they are in possession of one.  Carpool spaces convert to Official, Contractor, Temporary Official, and Military Vehicle  parking after 0900, Monday through Friday.


	Military/Government - may park in Military, Official, and any CPA parking space and any Carpool space (after 0900 hours).


	Contractors - working in the CPA will be issued paper parking passes by the Provost Marshal’s Office.  These passes only allow parking in “CPA” spaces, Official and Carpool spaces after 0900 hours.  They do not authorize contractors to park illegally.





6-7.  Central Area Pedestrian Mall (CAPM)


The CAPM is the center of cadet academic activities.  It is contained within the geographical points of Library Corner Intersection, Williams Road/Cullum Road Intersection, the turn-around vicinity  in front


 of Bldg. 606, Scott Place/Brewerton Road Intersection, and the Jefferson Road/Scott Place Intersection.  The CAPM is permanently restricted to traffic, less designated buses, emergency vehicles responding to a call, and authorized delivery and service vehicles completing service calls.  The CAPM is periodically opened to transportation assets which support official USCC or USMA sanctioned activities.  All other vehicles will use the turn-around points at Library Corner and in front of Mahan Hall and will refrain from using the mall.  This includes the permanently restricted parking area between Taylor Hall and Mahan Hall.  (figure 6-404)





6-8.  Cadet Courtyards, Brewerton, and Parke Roads


	a.  Cadet courtyards are permanently restricted to traffic, less designated buses, emergency vehicles responding to calls, contractors with approved staging areas, and authorized delivery and service vehicles completing service calls.  Parking in the Cadet Courtyards is controlled by USCC, Facilities Manager.


	b.  Parking on Brewerton and Parke Roads and in the Arvin Gym tunnel is prohibited unless otherwise posted by signs.





SECTION ARTICLE V - RECREATIONAL VEHICLE (RV) PARKING/STORAGE


	a.  Boats, motor homes, campers, and house and baggage trailers are considered RVs.  They may only be parked or stored on the WPMR if they are properly registered with the Provost Marshal's Office.  Registration is not required for RVs visiting the WPMR for less than 30 days. 


	b.  RVs may be parked temporarily (48 hours or less) in driveways or adjacent to quarters as long as such parking does not deny individuals access to their authorized spaces, create a traffic hazard, or impede the flow of traffic.


	c.  Visitors to the WPMR with RVs may park at "D" lot (above Michie Stadium).


	d.  RVs will not be stored in residential areas, other than basements or garages, for longer than 48 hours.  The non-temporary storage area for RVs is the parking lot behind the Transportation Motor Pool.


	e.  The only authorized area to empty and flush sewage tanks is the USMA dumping station adjacent to Bldg. 845 (North Sewage Plant).





SECTION VI - PARKING WHEN SNOW IS PREDICTED


Emergency snow operations will be conducted in accordance with USAG Regulation 420-8, Snow Removal Operations.
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SECTION VII - PARKING DURING USMA SPECIAL ACTIVITIES


During USMA special activities, e.g., football games, graduation, R-day, alumni activities, extraordinary parking considerations may preclude the full implementation of traffic restrictions in the CPA.  Under these circumstances, the Military Police will designate and control the parking areas.





SECTION VIII - TRAFFIC/PARKING VIOLATIONS	


6-9.  Traffic violation reports


	a.  All traffic violations occurring on the WPMR, except those discussed in paragraph b below,  will be referred by DD Form 1805 (U.S. District Court Violation Notice) to the U.S. Magistrate.


	b.  Violations are not referred to the U.S. Magistrate when the operator (military or civilian) is driving a government vehicle and the offense is...(not serious).  In this instance, a DD Form 1408 (Armed Forces Traffic Ticket) will be used to report the violation to the chain of command.  However, DD Form 1805 will be issued to military and civilian operators of Government vehicles who commit misdemeanor offenses under N.Y. law, such as drunk driving, leaving the scene of an accident, and reckless driving.





6-10.  Penalties


	a.  Individuals receiving two parking violations in the CPA in a six-month period will receive a warning stating that their vehicle is in jeopardy of being towed.


	b.  Individuals receiving three parking violations in the CPA in a six-month period will have their vehicle towed at the owner’s expense.


	c.  Individuals receiving three parking violations in the CPA in a six-month period will also forfeit their CPA parking pass and privileges for a one-month period.








CHAPTER 7


ACCIDENT AND ACCIDENT REPORTING





7-1.  Duty to stop


The driver of any vehicle involved in an accident shall stop immediately at the scene of the accident or as close to the accident as possible.  They shall remain at the scene of the accident, except as necessary to obtain first aid or to contact the Military Police.  In addition, they shall remain at the scene of the accident until they have fulfilled the requirements of  paragraphs 7-2 or 7-3 below, as applicable, and have been released by the Military Police.





7-2.  Driver responsibilities upon striking an attended vehicle


	a.  The driver should render or obtain first aid as necessary.


	b.  The driver will report the accident to the Military Police giving his name, grade, social security number, organization, and the location of the accident.  Civilian personnel will report name, place or section of employment, address, and the location of the accident.


	c.  The driver shall give his name, address, and the registration number of the vehicle he is driving to the driver of the other vehicle.
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7-3.   Driver responsibilities upon striking an unattended vehicle or a structure


The driver of a vehicle which collides with an unattended vehicle shall immediately stop and locate the owner of the unattended vehicle and provide them with all pertinent information; or he/she shall leave in a conspicuous place in or upon the unattended vehicle, a written notice containing his/her name and address.  He/she shall then immediately notify the Military Police regardless of whether the owner of the unattended vehicle can be located.  The same notice shall be given to the owner and the Military Police if the object struck is a building, fence, pole, or like object.





7-4.  When the driver is unable to report


If the driver of a vehicle is physically incapable of reporting the accident as required in paragraphs 7-2 and 7-3 above, and another person was in the vehicle at the time of the accident and is capable of doing so, such person shall make or cause to be made a report to the Military Police.





7-5.  Striking wildlife


If the driver of a vehicle is involved in an accident which results in death or injury to wildlife (except small game), he will immediately report the accident to the Military Police, giving the information required in paragraph 7-2b above.








CHAPTER 8


MISCELLANEOUS





SECTION I - MISCELLANEOUS RESPONSIBILITIES


8-1.  Responsibility of the senior occupant of a government vehicle


The senior officer, noncommissioned officer, or other senior individual riding in a government vehicle, whether driver or passenger, is deemed to be in charge of that vehicle and is responsible at all times for its lawful operation.  However, only the operator of the vehicle may be cited on a DD Form 1408.





8-2.  Responsibilities of the owner of a privately owned vehicle


The owner of a privately owned vehicle is responsible at all times for its lawful operation.  The owner shall not lend, rent, or otherwise allow his vehicle to be in operation on the WPMR by any person who is unlicensed to drive a motor vehicle, who is under the influence of intoxicating liquors or drugs, or whose physical or mental condition creates a hazard to the safe operation of the vehicle.





8-3.  Authorized emergency vehicles


	a.  The driver of an authorized emergency vehicle, when responding to an emergency call, may exercise the following emergency procedures, always cognizant of safety and environmental considerations:


	(1)  Stop, stand, or park in any location so long as the safety of other vehicles and persons are not endangered.


	(2)  Proceed past a stop sign after slowing down.


	(3)  Exceed the maximum speed limit provided they do not endanger life or property.


	(4)  Disregard regulations governing the direction of movement or turning in a specified direction.


	b.  The above provisions do not relieve the driver of an authorized emergency vehicle from the duty to drive at all times with the utmost regard for the safety of all persons.
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SECTION II - MISCELLANEOUS RULES


8-4.  Unattended motor vehicles


No person shall leave a vehicle unattended on the roads or streets of the WPMR except in housing areas or designated parking spaces.  In the event mechanical failure prevents immediate


removal of the vehicle, the driver will take the necessary action to prevent the vehicle from obstructing traffic and will immediately notify the Military Police of the location of the vehicle and the expected time of removal.





8-5.  Abandonment of motor vehicles


Abandonment of any motor vehicle on the WPMR is prohibited.  Abandonment is defined as the act of relinquishing or the giving up of property with the intention of never again resuming or claiming one's


rights, title, or interests therein.  Any person who abandons a motor vehicle in violation of this regulation shall be charged any costs of removal and/or disposition.





8-6.  Vehicle repairs


	a.  Major repairs of automobiles will not be accomplished in any housing area or parking lot on the WPMR.  Where extensive repairs are anticipated or the possibility exists of spillage, the work must be accomplished in an authorized area.  Persons conducting vehicle repairs will be cognizant of and will comply with the provisions of USMA Regulation 200-3, Environmental Quality - Installation Hazardous Waste Management Plan.


	b.  Major repairs are defined as any repair which will render the vehicle inoperable for a period in excess of 72 hours, or requires the dismantling of the engine, transmission or other major components of the vehicle.


	c.  The only authorized areas for major repairs/spray painting of automobiles, boats, trailers, and recreational vehicles are the Community Recreation Division Auto Craft Shop, Bldg. 648, West Point; Bldg. 2220, STAS; or the Transportation Motor Pool (TMP) (for government vehicles).





8-7.  Unsafe positions for passengers


No person, while operating a vehicle, shall permit any other person to ride while standing in trucks, on running boards (except fire vehicles), on top of loads or fenders, or in other unsafe positions while the vehicle is moving or is about to move.





8-8.  Unattended children


Children under the age of nine (9) years will not be left unattended in parked vehicles at any time.





8-9.  Car seats


All children under four (4) years of age or who weigh 45 pounds or less must be properly restrained in a child restraint system while in a moving vehicle.





8-10.  Unattended pets


Pets should not be left unattended in vehicles during periods of extreme heat or cold.





SECTION III - PEDESTRIAN’S RIGHTS AND DUTIES


8-11.  Pedestrians soliciting rides


Hitchhiking or soliciting of rides is prohibited on the WPMR.
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8-12.  Jogging or running


	a.  Jogging or running on roadways where sidewalks exist is prohibited.  Where no sidewalks exist, joggers will run against the flow of traffic on the extreme shoulder of the roadway.  During hours of darkness or limited visibility, at least one item of reflective clothing must be worn.


	b.  Jogging during periods of extreme snow, rain, or sleet  is prohibited.


	c.  Headphones are prohibited while jogging.


	d.  Jogging on Rte 218 between Washington and Lee gates is prohibited.





8-13.  Organized formations


	a.  Soldiers or cadets marching or running in groups of five or more must be in an organized formation.


	b.  Marching/physical training formations have the right of way over all other traffic except emergency vehicles.  Formations will march/run to the right of the center line of the roadway and as near as possible to the right side of the road.


	c.  Unit commanders/TAC officers are responsible for the safe movement of marching soldiers/cadets.  Physical training formations on the roadway will:


	(1)  Use column movements to cross roadways.


	(2)  Use road guards to halt traffic from all directions when crossing roadways and intersections.


	(3)  Use road guards dressed in reflective material and carrying flashlights at the head, tail, and left flank of the marching and physical training formation when moving during hours of darkness or limited visibility.





8-14.  Right of way of pedestrians


The driver of any vehicle upon any highway or street on the WPMR shall yield the right of way to a pedestrian crossing within any crosswalk, except at intersections where the movement is being regulated by military police or traffic control devices.








CHAPTER 9


 SEARCH OF VEHICLES


	a.  The privilege of entry of private vehicles onto the WPMR is permitted by the Installation Commander under the circumstances prescribed in this code.


	b.  Military Police are authorized to search vehicles where probable cause exists to search the vehicle, where the driver is incapacitated and unable to make safe arrangements for the vehicle, or in the exigent circumstances to prevent destruction of evidence or prevent risk to police or the public.  Otherwise, the military police may search the vehicle within an arm’s length or lunging distance from the accused upon apprehension.
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Unless specifically defined herein, the words and phrases used in this regulation are defined in accordance with the law of the State of New York.








Installation Commander - Refers to the Superintendent, USMA, West Point, New York.


Garrison Commander - Refers to the principal executive to the Superintendent who is responsible for the base support mission.





WPMR - When “the installation” or West Point Military Reservation is referred to through out this regulation, it includes any area within the boundaries of or subject to the jurisdiction of the USMA, to include the Stewart Army Subpost and Gailville.





Driving privilege - The privilege extended by the installation commander to an individual permitting the operation of a motor vehicle within the limits of the WPMR.  This privilege, once extended, is subject to administrative suspension or revocation, for cause, as determined by the installation commander.





Installation vehicle registration - The procedures which culminate in the issuance of Department of Defense registration decals to vehicle owners who qualify for installation driving privileges.





Suspension of driving privileges - The temporary withdrawal by the installation commander of an individual’s privilege to operate a motor vehicle on WPMR for a limited period  not to exceed six months.





Revocation of driving privileges - Action taken by the installation commander to terminate an individual’s privilege to operate a motor vehicle on the WPMR (is more than six months).
