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Early had assumed command
of the II Corps 28 May,
replacing Ewell who was sick.
He started his corps for the
Shenandoah Valley on 13 June.
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XVIII Corps moved by
water, 13-15 June.

XVIII Corps arrived by
boat, 14-15 June, crossed
the Appomattox;
and attacked Petersburg
on 15 June.
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
