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The Army of Northern Virginia
arrived just in time.
Field’s and Kershaw’s divisions
(I Corps) were in position before
the first Union attack.
A.P. Hill’s III Corps had begun
to arrive before afternoon attack.
Lee, himself, arrived in
Petersburg about 1130 hours.
