Girdano, 2007 USMA graduate, killed in Afghanistan

Second Lt. Michael R. Girdano, 
Class of 2007, was killed Aug. 
1 in Asadabad, Chowkay Valley, 
Afghanistan, when his vehicle hit 
an improvised explosive device.

Girdano died while supporting 
an Operation Enduring Freedom 
mission with Special Troops 
Battalion, 3rd Brigade Combat 
Team, 1st Infantry Division, Fort 
Hood, Texas.

The 23-year-old Engineer 
officer from Apollo, Penn., had 
been deployed to Afghanistan with 
his unit since June.

He is survived by his parents, 
Robert and Cynthia Girdano his 
sister Tina, who is an Airman 1st 
Class stationed at McConnell Air 
Force Base in Kentucky and brother 
Nunzio. 

Girdano, a 2003 graduate 
of Apollo-Ridge High School, 

dreamed of attending the U.S. 
Military Aacademy since a visit to 
West Point when he was in sixth 
grade.

“It was always his dream -- West 
Point,” said Nate Bertino, a close 
friend since grade school. “He was 
going for his dreams. He was proud 
of where he was.”

G i r d a n o ,  a  G e o s p a t i a l 
Information Science major, was 
respected by his instructors.

“Mike majored in Geospatial 
Information Science while  at West 
Point. He was as a wonderful person 
who wanted to make a difference in 
the world,” said Lt. Col. Michael 
Hendricks, academy professor 
in the Dept. of Geography and 
Environmental Engineering.“I was 
Mike’s independent study advisor, 
and I remember him wanting to 
do a project that would help the 
community. He decided on employing 
Global Position Systems technology 

to increase the positional accuracy 
of the orienteering maps on West 
Point.”

“He did a great job, and we will 
be using the results of his work 
for years to come,” Hendricks 
added.

William Kerr, superintendent 
of the Armstrong School District 
and a former superintendent of 
the Apollo-Ridge School District 
remembered his former student 

fondly.
“He was among the best and 

the brightest, and he went on to 
pursue his dream attending West 
Point,” he said. 

After Girdano left to attend 
West Point he always made a point 
to visit the local schools when he 
was home on leave.

Fort Hood is holding a memorial 
service today for Girdano and the 
three other Soldiers who died as 
a result of the explosion. There 
will also be a vigil held at his high 
school football field tonight.

Visitation will be at the Curran-
Shaffer Funeral Home in Apollo 
from 11 a.m. to 8 p.m. Aug. 11. 
Burial will be at Plum Creek 
Cemetery in Pittsburgh Aug. 12.

Web site needs input from 
enlisted medical community

The Defense Department is 
looking for input from the enlisted 
medical community as it sets 
up a new Web portal that will 
enable medics and corpsmen to 
share lessons learned and suggest 
ways to improve patient care by 
providing a forum for the estimated 
80,000 professionals to exchange 
insights as they share experiences 
and expertise, Dr. Michael E. 
Kilpatrick, director of strategic 
communications for the Military 
Health System, said.

“This portal is going to be an 
effort led by the military medical 
enlisted population for the military 
medical enlisted population,” 
Kilpatrick said. 

The emphasis will  be on 
improving patient care and the 
efficiency of the health care system, 
he said. 

“We want not only to increase 

efficiency, we want to increase 
quality.” 

Input from these professionals 
is key, “because they are the ones 
doing the hands-on work,” he 
added. But first, the DOD wants 
to hear what enlisted medical 
professionals would like in the 
new site. 

“We want them to be the 
architects,” Kilpatrick said. “What 
are the features and design elements 
they want in there?” 

A short online survey became 
available July 24 at www.health.
mil to give servicemembers an 
opportunity to weigh in with their 
thoughts. “This is their opportunity 
to shape something brand new,” 
Kilpatrick said. 

Health Affairs officials will 
compile input received as they 
start building the new portal in 
mid-August. The site is expected 
to be online before Oct. 1 and 
will be password-protected to 
serve the enlisted military medical 
community, Kilpatrick said. 
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The members of the Sexual Assault Prevention and Response Program are Col. Jeanette McMahon, 
Shelley Ariosto (Garrison), Dan Toohey (Victim Advocate), Maj. Maria Burger (USCC), Maj. Kim Kawamoto

Twenty new solar trash bins 
were placed in several areas at 
West Point last week replacing the 
regular trash bins.

“One of  our  goals  is  to 
demonstrate ‘Green Leadership,’ 
said John Dopler, recycling program 
manager. “Not only do we expect 
to reduce collection requirements 
and costs, but because of the 
reduced collection it will have an 
environmental impact in reduced 
emission, fuel, man hours and truck 

traffi c.”
There are several bins in Central 

Area, and others will be placed near 
Trophy Point, Jefferson Hall, Ike 
Hall, Bartlett Hall and Pershing 
Barracks within the next few 
weeks, Frank Piccone, hazardous 
materials branch chief said.

The BigBelly® bins are solar-
powered cordless compaction 
systems that use the sun’s energy 
to compact trash. Their capacity is 
fi ve times that of the ordinary bins, 
according to www.bigbellysolar.
com.

Along with using solar power 

for compacting garbage, the units 
are enclosed, which will keep out 
animals and reduce the number 
of times the cans are serviced, 
possibly saving money. 

Reduced service means a 
reduction in the number of times 
trucks are on the road, which, in 
turn, will reduce emissions, reduce 
fuel consumption and reduce 
manpower.

“We will be monitoring the solar 
units for the next year to document 
the benefi ts. From there we will 
assess where we may include more 
of the units,” Dopler said. “Also, 
the solar units were purchased by 
the Qualifi ed Recycle Program with 
funds from the sale of recyclables 
from West Point.”

The solar bins will reduce 
greenhouse gasses by 80 percent 
and can hold 150 gallons of trash. 
The compaction mechanism exerts 
1,200 pounds of force.

The first BigBelly unit was 
installed in Vail, Colo. Others have 
been placed at Boston’s Fenway 
Park and Faneuil Hall, Baltimore’s 
Inner Harbor and the Alamo in San 
Antonio among others.

Army parents get more home time

WASHINGTON -- Military 
mothers of newborns, and certain 
Army parents adopting a child, will 
be able to stay home longer before 
deploying or serving overseas.

The new policy lengthens 
deferments from four to six 
months for new mothers before 
being deployed, assigned to a 
dependent-restricted overseas tour, 
an accompanied overseas tour 
where concurrent travel is denied 
or temporary duty away from their 
home station.

The expanded program also 
applies to military couples who 
adopt a child -- either the mother or 
the father -- following the date the 
child is placed in their home as part 
of the formal adoption process. 

It is up to the couple which of 
them takes advantage of the new 
policy change, officials said. 

They said single mothers or 
single fathers adopting a child also 
are eligible for the program.

“The office of the surgeon 
general did a review and brought 
it to our attention, and so the 
decision was made that this would 
be good for the Army because we 
recognize that that the period of 
time after birth is important for the 
bonding of the mother and child,” 
said Lt. Col. Gerald Conway, chief 
of distribution and readiness in the 
Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff 
for Personnel (G-1). “More time 

was preferred than the current Army 
policy, which was four months, and 
so the decision was made to extend 
it to six months.”

Soldiers who were under 
deferments as of Aug. 1 will be 
eligible for the extended six-
month policy, unless waived by the 
individual Soldier concerned.

The policy change coincides 
with the Army’s return to a 12-month 
deployment policy, Conway said, 
and is part of the Army’s effort to 
reset and rebalance the force. 

The extension of this deferment 
period brings the Army in line with 
the Marine Corps at six months. 
The Air Force is four months and 
the Navy is 12 months. 

“This is all part of emphasizing 
the  impor tance  o f  Fami ly, 
rebalancing the force, getting back 
to some predictability, stability for 
Soldiers and Families,” Conway 
said.

“This is the Army’s recognition 
that Family is the foundation of our 
fighting force,” he continued. “We 
recruit Soldiers, we retain Families. 
There’s been some discussion about 
this for awhile and I think Soldiers 
will view this positively just 
because it gives them more time. 
I just look at my own experiences 
when we had our children, I think it 
will be viewed very positively, just 
to give them more time to recover 
and recognizing the importance of 
Family.”

AT Exercise prepares West Point for attack

A plain, white truck rolled up 
to Thayer Gate -- a truck not much 
different than any of the hundreds 
of delivery trucks that pass through 
the gates of West Point on a daily 
basis. However, this truck’s cargo 
contained materials that could have 
created an explosive situation on 
post and the potential loss of many 
lives if not assessed correctly. 

The identification of the driver’s 
improprieties and bogus registration 
were caught by Chenega Security, 
the front gate guards, during an 
Anti-terrorism Exercise July 30 
here.

The Anti-terrorism Exercise, 
which lasted three days from July 28- 
30, tested West Point’s Installation 
Barrier Plan and its Random Anti-
terrorism Measures against the 
possibility of terrorism.

“We only did a portion of (the 
Installation Barrier Plan),” said 
Matthew Cassidy, Directorate of 
Plans, Training, Mobilization and 
Security’s Anti-terrorism officer. 
“We did it to test how long it 
was going to take us to actually 
implement it during working hours 
or at the end of the work day, so we 
can use it for future reference … we 
only tested portions of it because in 
a real world situation we would do 
the whole installation.”

There were a couple of hiccups 
with RAM because West Point 
organizations weren’t getting 

the information passed down in 
an expedient manner by their 
supervisors, Cassidy explained, 
although other areas that were tested 
such as the Garrison Command’s 
Staff Installation Operations Center 
and the Department of Emergency 
Services and the West Point Fire 
Department’s Incident Command 
Post both did quite well during the 
exercise.

It was a three-day exercise, 
but the genesis of it began back in 
June with intelligence messages 
and updates on terrorist activities. 
This exercise completed DPTMS’ 
fifth exercise of the year with one 
more to go with the Mass Casualty 
Exercise planned for late August, 
all of which is required by Army 
regulation.

Cassidy commended the gate 
guards and Military Police for their 
work as well as Steve Osborne 
from the Explosion Detection K-9 
Team and his bomb sniffing dog, 
Jingles.

“I observed the MPs and the 
guards, and they both did an 
outstanding job,” Cassidy said. 
“They don’t get told that very 
often, but they did what they were 
supposed to do throughout the (AT) 
week.”

Kevin Mignone and Joseph 
Zoffoli, members of Chenega 
Security, stopped the truck at Thayer 
Gate, which contained a 55-pound 
blue drum with a white powder 
substance (ammonium nitrate), 
which can be used as an explosive 

device, and a compressor. Mignone 
became suspicious when the driver 
looked very fidgety and couldn’t 
keep his story straight.

“The way the driver was 
changing his stories, double talking 
us … then the big drum in the 
inside corner of the truck with the 
white contents, I thought it was 
suspicious,” Mignone said. “I ran a 
check thoroughly around the actual 
pallet that was there and there was 
a small bag of nitrate in the corner 
hidden behind a box.”

Mignone is more than pleased 
to take part in these exercises 
because he knows it trains him to 
deal with a real-life crisis.

“It prepares you to deal with the 
situation if it ever arises,” Mignone 
explained. “You want to be sharp 
on your tactics and train like you 
work and work like you train 
because it’s all about protecting 
the public.”

Garrison entities, the Dean, 
USCC and other activities were 
involved in the RAM measures that 
also included fire evacuation plans 
and bomb evacuation plans. 

Cass idy  fee l s  the  mos t 
important thing about RAM is 
that if somebody on post sees 
something out of the ordinary, 
report it.

“The Random Anti-terrorism 
Measures are us as individual 
employees of the government, 
either civilian or military, doing 
things that would deter a terrorist 
from trying to attack us,” Cassidy 

sa id .  “Whether  i t  i s 
walking around a building 
or looking at parked cars 
that shouldn’t be there or 
checking the identity of 
people walking into the 
buildings … there is a 
whole process to an attack 
which involves two key 
pieces of surveillance that 
they do with the initial 
surveillance and then the 
secondary surveillance.

“After the surveillance, 
if it’s a hard target,” he 
added, “then they won’t 
attack.”

Cassidy credited many 
outside entities for their 
participation in the Anti-
terrorism Exercises to 
include the FBI who came 
with their EOD personnel 
a n d  t h e i r  c r i m i n a l

investigators, the New York State 
Emergency Management Office, a 
couple members from the Installation 
Management Command’s Northeast 
Region, the Highland Falls Police, 
an anti-terrorism officer from Fort 
Hamilton and two retired officers 
from Putnam County who helped 
patrol the river areas.

All this plays a big part in 
keeping West Point safe and in 
a constant state of alert against 

terrorist activity even as 9/11 
grows more distant in people’s 
memories.

“Unfortunately, I think most 
people are pre-9/11 right now 
and we’re in a complacent stage 
again,” Cassidy explained. “These 
exercises bring some realism back 
to the fact that (terrorism) can 
happen any day, any place, anytime 
and if we don’t think about it, it can 
happen here.”

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Cadets research cancer during Roswell AIAD

It’s not easy to earn an 
admission to the U.S. Military 
Academy at West Point, or to 
succeed in the rigorous program 
that  combines intel lectual , 
physical, military and bio-ethical 
preparation. 

So  when  Maj .  Mel i s sa 
Eslinger considered opportunities 
that would enrich the academic 
experiences of four cadets 
interested in cancer research and 
planning an Academic Individual 
Advanced Development for them, 
she looked for an institution that 
would provide the same level of 
challenge. She chose Roswell Park 
Cancer Institute in Buffalo, N.Y 

Founded in 1898, Roswell 
Park is the nation’s first cancer 
research, treatment and education 
center. 

Among other milestones, 
the Institute launched the first 
chemotherapy program in the 
world, developed the PSA test for 
early detection of prostate cancer, 
and was an international leader 
in mapping the human genome. 
It is a National Cancer Institute-

designated Comprehensive Cancer 
Center and a member of the National 
Comprehensive Cancer Network, 
an alliance of the nation’s leading 
cancer centers.

Eslinger, an instructor in the 
Chemistry and Life Sciences 
Depa r tmen t  a t  Wes t  Po in t , 
said she especially values “the 
interdisciplinary, translational 
approach that Roswell takes. Instead 
of an isolated lab experience, you 
can observe the progression from 
thought to bench top to patient care, 
which is not a common experience at 
traditional graduate schools.” 

She speaks from experience 
-- she’s an alumna of the Graduate 
Education Program at Roswell 
Park, where she earned a master’s 
degree with a concentration in 
epidemiology. 

Early in 2008, she arranged 
for the four cadets, “all excellent 
students,” to experience a three-
week intensive introduction to 
cancer research. 

“Currently there are no academic-
year options for cadets to engage in 
cancer research at the Academy,” she 
explained, “but many are interested 
in the field.” 

Firsties Dishanth Krishnagiri, 
Geneva Matthews and Danielle 

Satchell and Cow Samuel Galima, 
whose areas of interest were 
antibiotic resistance, dermatology 
clinical trials and patient care in 
pancreatic or kidney cancer, cancer 
genetics research and breast/ovarian 
patient care and clinical trials and 
general patient care, respectively, 
spent their three-week AIADs 
learning from different mentors.

What’s the attraction? “I 
hope to become involved in 
pharmacogenetics and begin 
investigating how drugs and 
chemicals affect and interact with 
biological systems,” Krishnagiri 
said. “I want to be involved in 
research that will ultimately lead 
to the discovery and development 
of better therapeutics.” 

He moved closer to that goal 
with the guidance of two Roswell 
Park mentors, Medical Oncologist 
Brahm Segal, M.D., and Sandra 
Gollnick, Ph.D., Associate Member 
in Cell Stress Biology.

Satchell said she hopes to gain 
insight into “the mechanisms of 
tumorigenesis (the develoment of 
tumors), which will provide us 
with better ways to prevent and 
treat cancer.” 

Having witnessed the effects of 
breast and ovarian cancer on Family 

members and friends, she chose to 
focus her Roswell Park experience 
on cancer genetics, working with 
Carolyn Farrell, MS, RN, WHCNP, 
CGC, Director of Roswell Park’s 
Clinical Genetics Service.

Farrell, who served as guest 
lecturer for three classes at West 
Point in the fall of 2007, finds great 
satisfaction in teaching aspiring 

scientists and clinicians. 
“Genetics is going to have an 

increasing impact on health care,” 
she said, “and I like to do what I 
can to foster the growth of young 
professionals in that arena.”

Eslinger added, “I’m excited 
that the cadets get to come to 
Roswell Park for this opportunity. 
I had a great experience here.”

The school staff welcomes parents to visit their child’s classroom. Parents are 
encouraged to participate in parent-faculty activities, to observe school assemblies, 
to eat lunch with their child, to participate in conferences with school personnel and 
to volunteer as a reader tutor, or in any capacity indicated by the teacher.

In accordance with DODEA Regulation 4700.2, DODEA Internal Physical 
Security, West Point Schools ensures the safety of all children. Therefore, it is 
imperative that all visitors sign in at the school office and obtain a visitor’s badge, 
which must be worn at all times. 

Parents’ visits to classrooms are limited to the classes in which their children 
are enrolled.

Math defeats Engineers to take South title

For the second straight year, 
the South Division No.1 seed 
Math took the Post Intramural 
Softball South Division playoff 
championship with a best-of-three 
game series sweep of the seventh 
seeded Engineers, 9-8 and 3-1, 
Tuesday at the FMWR H Lot 
Athletic Complex here.

With the victories,  Math 
continued its season dominance as 
they are now 24-0 and are looking 
toward the post championship next 
week. 

Although they kept their 
undefeated status alive, Math was 
more concerned about the series at 

hand rather than the body of their 
season.

“I don’t think we concentrated 
on being undefeated, we’re just 
more interested in winning series 
at this point,” said Math pitcher 
Michael Jaye.

Math jumped quickly out of the 
gates in game one with nine straight 
singles and seven runs before an 
out was recorded against them. 
They added an RBI single by first 
baseman Steven Horton that scored 
shortstop Michael Scioletti in the 
bottom of the second inning to up 
their lead to 8-0.

However, the Engineers slowly 
chipped away at Math’s big lead, 
which included a solo home run 

by shortstop Dan McCarthy in 
the fourth inning to make it 8-3 
and two-run doubles in the fifth 
and sixth innings by catcher Guy 
Huntsinger and pitcher Kelly Ward,  
respectively . Ward’s double closed 
the gap to 9-8, but Jaye held the 
Engineers off the scoreboard in 
the top of the seventh to take game 
one.

Game two was a defensive 
battle between both squads where 
Jaye held the Engineers to only 
five base runners through the 
whole game. Math third baseman 
Tom Kastner led off the fourth 
inning with a single and would 
later score off an outfield throwing 
error that began off a single by left-

centerfielder John Roginski.
Math took their 1-0 lead into 

the sixth inning on their strong 
defense that was highlighted by a 
magnificent diving catch behind 
third base by Scioletti. Scioletti 
finished game two with eight infield 
assists and two putouts. 

“My gracious (Scioletti) had a 
great game, he’s got great range to 
his left and right,” Jaye explained. 
“His first step off a ball that’s hit 
behind third base is amazing … for 
a guy his size (about 6’2”, thickly 
built), he’s exceptionally quick.”

Jaye would help Math extend 
its lead with a lead off single in 
the sixth inning and would later 
score on a bases-loaded walk by 
Scioletti to make the score 2-0. 
Roginski followed Scioletti with 
a sacrifice fly to score second 
baseman Michael Harvey.

Taking its 3-0 advantage into 
the bottom of the seventh, Math 
gave up a pair of hits -- a triple to 
Engineers extra hitter Rob James 
and a single to left-centerfielder 
Ken Gilliam -- that broke the 
shutout; however, Jaye forced the 
final three outs to win the series

Jaye gave the “never-say-quit” 

Engineers (13-13) high praise for 
their solid, hustling play in the two 
games against Math Tuesday.

“Just one inning or 
two we got a couple of hits in the 
right place, and we got lucky and 
beat them.”
