WEST POINT COMBAT CLASSIC 2008 CAMPSITE RULES


Respect/Noise- Please respect fellow campers, including their campsites and belongings. Please keep it quiet after 2300 (11:00PM) so that others may try to get to sleep. 


Drugs/Alcohol- In accordance with Range Control and United States Military Academy regulations, drugs and alcohol are not permitted in the campsites or play area at any time during the West Point Combat Classic. Anyone found to be using either will be removed with no refund. Any incident that occurs will be reported to the Military Police and jeopardize the future of the West Point Combat Classic. Please follow this guidance in order to ensure player safety and the future of the Combat Classic.


Safe driving- Never operate a vehicle under the influence of alcohol. Pay particular attention when driving into the camping area at night. Obey all speed limits in the West Point area. Tanks may be driven on the road from the camping area to play area. Coordinate with refs to do so.


Tents- Keep tents away from all fires. Keep any clothes lines or tent lines above head level and away from passage ways. Chemical lights on tents are recommended to facilitate travel.


Camp fires- No ground fires are permitted. Camping stoves are allowed but need to be watched for safety. 


Markers- Absolutely no firing of markers outside of designated areas. (Area of play and chrono area.) 


No firearms/fireworks/hot smoke grenades are allowed at anytime. Do not bring wire, rope, knives, flares, or hot smoke grenades on to the field for your safety and the safety of others. Also, no pets.
