WHERE TO SIGN OUT HUNTING AREAS 

To sign out for bow-and-arrow hunting for deer, bear and small-game in the J areas

(J2/J3, J4 & J5), you report to the foyer of the MP Station located at Buffalo Soldier

Field next to Thayer Gate.  For all other areas, report to the sign-out shed at 

Range Control.

If you take a deer or bear, you MUST take it to the Check Station, which will be located

at Round Pond near the Round Pond office.  Follow the instructions.  Failure to comply 

is a violation of USMA Regulation 215-5.  The check station will remain there until 

the week of Nov. 13th (date unknown at this point), when it will move out to Hunt Control

located at Camp Buckner.

CATCH-AND-RELEASE PRE-SEASON 

BASS FISHING

New York State recently adopted regulations that allow catch-and-release fishing

for largemouth and smallmouth bass outside of the regular open season dates. Those

closed dates are typically 1 December until the third Saturday in June.

In support of that and to give West Point bass anglers additional opportunities,

the following lakes and ponds will be open for catch-and-release bass fishing:

Cragston Lakes, Cranberry Pond, Lake Frederick, Lake Georgina, Mine Lake,

Popolopen Lake, Weyants Pond and Wilkins Pond.  Bull Pond, Round Pond 

and Lusk Reservoir will only be open for catch-and-release bass fishing from 1 April 

until the normal bass season opens on the third Saturday in June.

Stilwell Lake will be off-limits for closed season catch-and-release bass fishing

due to the low recruitment rate for young bass.  Fishing for bass while on their

beds in West Point's low fertility lakes that have alewives ("sawbellies") results

in fewer young bass surviving to reach catchable size.

One important note: Catch-and-release means you CANNOT place the bass in

a live well to release later in the day.  The bass must be released immediately

after it is brought to the boat or to shore.

I would like to hear from West Point's bass anglers how they like this new opportunity.

TROUT SEASON CLOSES 15 OCTOBER
The last day of trout season is 15 October.  After that date, the following waters 

are off-limits to any fishing until 1 April 2007:

Bull Pond

Round Pond

Highland Brook

Queensboro Brook

Mineral Springs Brook

Trout Brook

Lusk Reservoir remains open until the close of bass season on 30 November.  Lusk

will be off-limits to fishing from 1 December through 31 March.

REMEMBER - If you keep fish from West Point waters, you must report them

in accordance with USMA Regulation 215-5.  No exceptions!

You can phone the information in to me at 938-3857.  Include

the date, what water body the fish came out of, how many people

are you reporting for that kept fish, what kind of fish and how many.

The report can also be sent by e-mail (James.beemer@USMA.ARMY.MIL)

or you can use the report slips found in any one of the reporting boxes 

located at most West Point waters.  The slips list all West Point waters

so any reporting box may be used, not just one located at the water body

you are fishing at.

If people are not keeping fish, I may be forced to cut back on the trout 

stocking programs in the future as well as reducing season lengths in 

order to ensure that quality fishing can continue to be found at USMA.

WEST POINT ANGLER DIARY PROGRAM

In addition to reporting all fish that are kept, West Point anglers can also contribute

other important data that assists with the management of the fisheries found in West 

Point's waters.  This is accomplished through the Angler Diary Program.  The attached 

Word document describes what the program is and why it is important.
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Only those West Point anglers that are serious in participating should sign up.

I have had many anglers in the past that signed up but never returned completed

diaries.  Also, participating anglers need to follow the directions exactly for recording

the data in the diary.  Otherwise, the information does me no good.  All diaries submitted

will be returned to the participating anglers once the data has been entered.

Very important: I need willing participants that can fish at least

five days on any one West Point water and record the needed 

info.  The more waters you can fish at least five times, the better.

DEER MANAGEMENT ASSISTANCE 

PERMITS (DMAPs)- 2006 

Once again, the Natural Resources Branch has obtained 20 Deer Management

Assistance Permits (DMAPs) from the New York State Dept. of Environmental

Conservation.  These special tags allow licensed hunters to take additional

antlerless deer in areas targeted by the landowner (USMA).  These permits

are for use in the Main Post Hunting Areas of J2, J3, J4 and J5.  The standard 

operating procedure (SOP) for the issuance and use of these permits is contained 

in the attachment.  Please read the attached document before calling with 

questions.  These DMAPs are not the same as the 3P "doe permits".
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Deer hunter efforts are strongly needed to reduce deer numbers on the Main Post.

Coordinated efforts need to be made to drive deer out of non-hunting areas

(such as Lusk Housing, Flirtation Walk, the Cemetery etc.) and into hunting areas 

where the bowhunters are waiting.

Tags may be recalled on 24-hour advance notice.  Tags will begin being 

issued at 1300 hours, 13 October, 2006.
