CONSTITUTION ISLAND DEER HUNTING

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES - 2003
1. Hunting shall be with bow-and-arrow only.  No firearms are permitted.
2. Hunting shall be for whitetail deer only.
3. No more than six (6) individuals may hunt on any one day.
4. A hunter MUST shoot an antlerless deer on Constitution Island before being permitted to shoot an antlered deer on Constitution Island in the same calendar year.  A hunter that shoots an antlered deer before taking an antlerless deer shall be permanently barred from hunting on Constitution Island.
5. No permanent tree stands may be constructed nor may any nails or spikes be hammered into any tree on the Island.  Screw-in steps cannot be inserted into any tree nor may any device be used for a stand which can damage the bark on any tree.
6. All deer that are taken must be weighed in at the hunter sign-out shed at Range Control during the special archery season or at the deer check station at Hunt Control during the Regular Big-Game Season.
7. Hunting slots shall be reserved telephonically (938-3857/2314), Mon., Wed. and Fri. between 1300 and 1600 hours, on a first-come, first served basis no earlier than three weeks before the hunting date.  A hunter reserving a slot will need to provide his/her full name, USMA Hunting Permit number, a daytime telephone number and an e-mail address.  An individual (hunter or non-hunter) can make a reservation for no more than two hunters, provided that all information is given.  An individual may reserve no more than three consecutive days.  No individual may hunt on the Island for more than 14 days in a calendar year.  Once a reservation is made, the hunter(s) will be sent an e-mail confirmation.
8. Cadets shall have priority for reserving weekend slots (Saturdays and Sundays).  Cadets must claim a weekend slot telephonically by 1600 hours on the preceding Monday.  If slots remain open after that time, then other USMA Hunting Permit holders may claim them on a first-come first-served basis on the preceding Wednesday.
9. Once a hunter has reserved a slot, the hunter is committed to hunting on the Island on that day.  If an individual fails to hunt on a reserved date more than once, then the hunter shall be banned from hunting on Constitution Island for the remainder of the calendar year.  The exception is that an individual who notifies the Constitution Island Caretaker more than 48 hours in advance that he/she cannot go out hunting shall not be penalized.
10. Vehicular access to the Island shall be at the discretion and control of the Constitution Island Caretaker.  Hunters shall coordinate with the Caretaker for access and confirmation of hunting effort.  Caretaker’s telephone number is (845) 265-4105.

11. Hunters must avoid/ stay away from the developed/historical areas of the Island (caretaker’s house and the Warner House with its associated buildings).  Off-limits areas will be posted.  The three redoubts and two batteries are not to be disturbed or used for hunting blinds.
12. Hunters DO NOT need to sign in and out at Range Control or at Hunt Control.
